a. Fleece to be of not more than 380 days growth and skirted. 

b. Fleeces to be entered in one class only. 

c. Judging will be by points allocated as per the judging system of the National Council of Wool Brokers of 

Australia where the skirted fleece weight necessary to gain maximum points shall be: 

d. Ram’s fleece 74’s or better 7kg 

e. Ewe’s fleece 74’s or better 5kg 

f. Ram’s fleece 70 – 74’s 8kg 

g. Ewe’s fleece 70 – 74’s 6kg 

h. Exhibitors entering fleeces from bought sheep must state on entry form and score card name of the breeder of 

the sheep from which the fleece is taken. 

i. No responsibility will be taken for any sheets or plastic containers which must all be clearly marked. No boxes 

allowed. 

j. Unless specified fleeces will be sold on behalf of the exhibitors. Money returned or donated to the Show Society
